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INSTALLATION GUIDE

1. Secure the wall bracket (B) to the wall with the 4 screws (A); depending on the material of the wall, use the anchors (C).

2. Unscrew the canopy screws from the base (F).

3. Remove the power transformer (G) and the dimmer (H) from the base.

4. Connect the power source (D) from the junction box (K) to the lead wires of the transformer using the 2 of the wagos provided (E).

5. Connect the dimmer switch wires (I) from the junction box to the wires from the dimmer (H) using the 2 remaining wagos.

6. Connect the ground wire (J) to that of the junction box (K).

7. Replace the transformer and dimmer in the base.

8. Place the back of the lamp in the support and affix it with the canopy screws (F).

9. Optional: The lamp is compatible with a radio frequency remote control. A remote control is not included.

4.  Connect the power source from the junction box to the lead   

wires of the transformer using provided wagos.

5. Connect the dimmer wires from the junction box to the 

wires of the dimmer using provided wagos.

6.  Ground the fixture to the building structure with the yellow 

ground wire attached to  the mounting plate. 

7. Once the power leads are connected, push them back 

through the center hole of the mounting plate into the

junction box.
